In this archi-
val series researchers get a feel for Moakley’s personality and po-
litical persona that made him a favorite politician among his con-
stituents and politicians from both sides of the aisle.

In January of 2007 Suffolk archivist Beth Bower and historian 
David Robbins traveled to Susanville, California to retrieve a treas-
ure trove of papers belonging to Suffolk founder Gleason L. Archer 
(1880-1966) donated by his grandson Jonathan Archer. For many 
years the Suffolk University Archives has held an interesting collec-
tion of Archer’s papers and memorabilia based on a gift from his 
son Gleason Archer, Jr. (1916-2004). Now together, the combined 
Gleason L Archer collection consists of  28 linear feet of letters, 
manuscripts, journals and photographs dating from early 19th cen-
tury Maine through to his death in 1965. The assemblage covers a 
range of historical subjects including: the history of Suffolk and 
early legal education; Archer’s radio career, including transcripts 
and recordings of his broadcasts; manuscripts of unpublished chil-
dren’s stories and historical works; documents related to the history 
of Great Pond, Maine; and over 540 photographs of Suffolk, the 
Archer family from the 1860s-1960s, and rural Maine. The archives 
staff anticipates completing the arrangement and description of the 
collection by the end of October.
