Excursion to Granada  

A group of some fifty SUMC students travelled south to Granada in the middle of 

February. The snowcapped Sierra Nevada framed the city and contrasted with the 

warm weather  we enjoyed. Saturday morning we explored the gardens and  

palaces of La Alhambra, listening to the guides tell the tales of palace intrigue as 

well as the rich symbolism in Moorish architecture. Student Julie Pike said "my 

favorite part was imagining how the Arabs lived among the gardens and fountains 

so many hundreds of years ago.." We learned that La Alhambra, means "red one" 

perhaps due to the red clay that was used to make it, and perhaps because the first 

sultan was a redheaded Berber. Today the Alhambra is a World Heritage Site and 

the most visited tourist attraction in Spain.  In Albaicín students experienced  

traditional flamenco dance at Los Tarantos, with a distinctive gypsy flavor. One 

of the treats that Granada offered its visitors wasd a quiet stroll along the cityôs 

narrow, winding streets, admiring artwork and sampling teas and pastries in the 

many teterías along the way.
