The nearly 

four-hour tour started right at 7 a.m., 

though peak business hours here are 

between four and six a.m. Students got 

an extensive overview of daily          

activities in Europeôs largest wholesale 

market.  Spain consumes 40 kgs of fish 

per person each year, explaining why 

this fish market is the worldôs second 

largest, after  Tokyoôs. 190 fruit and 

vegetable wholesalers make up the 

largest commercial sector, and over 

7,000 people work within the small city 

that constitutes Mercamadrid.  Fresh 

fruits, vegetables, fish and meat from 

the world over are bought and sold here 

every day of the year, feeding an       

estimated ten million people in Spain 

and Portugal.
