Admittance Notification: 
Friday, April 23
Students will be informed of their admittance into the 
Pre-Grad Program no later than Friday, April 23. The ear-
lier your application is submitted, the sooner you will be 
notified. Students enrolled in the Pre-Grad Program will 
maintain a non-matriculated student status during the 
course of the Pre-Grad Program, but will be condition-
ally admitted into the Master of Arts in Interior Design 
or Graphic Design for the fall 2010. Those who success-
fully complete the Pre-Grad Program (by earning a B or 
better average in all courses) will be fully admitted into 
the Master of Arts in Interior Design or Graphic Design 
Program for the fall 2010 semester.

Students who are admitted into the Pre-Grad Pro-
gram must accept or decline admission. Please 
note that because the Pre-Grad Program requires  
a full-time, ten-week commitment, you must make any  
arrangements (housing, child-care, work, etc.) in advance 
so that you can be ready to begin the program on June7.
