
The Outreach Fellowships are directed toward three overlapping goals: 1. Attracting and supporting students with a strong commitment to a career in ethnic minority mental health or working in communities that are socially and/or economically disadvantaged, 2. Attracting and supporting students  who demonstrate awareness and understanding of the unique issues faced by members of these populations (or members of communities that are socially and/or economically disadvantaged), and 3. Serving economically disadvantaged students.

The fellowship provides full tuition remission as well as a stipend for the first three years of graduate training.  Recipients will be required to update and confirm their continuing eligibility in order to continue to receive the fellowship before each succeeding year of their participation.

The fellowship application and all supporting materials are due on January 11, 2012.  This application form and a 500 word essay should be submitted to Naomi Gutierrez in the Psychology Department no later than 12 PM on January 11.
