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In 2015, US Secretary of Labor and
former Boston Mayor, Martin J. Walsh
began the “Boston’s Way Home”
initiative to create housing for those in
need. Within one year, about a sixth of
the entire city’s homeless population was
sheltered. Through this initiative and
other plans like the Jamaica Plain
affordable and free apartment complex
with medical care, the city of Boston is
playing their part in ending chronic
homelessness.
